At our recent education conference, a statement 

was made about the importance of the Reception 

Year and how the quality of the experience the 

children receive at this time will have a  

fundamental and lasting influence on their  

subsequent education and the progress they make; the better the  

experience the greater the likelihood that the children will be  

successful and achieve their potential. We believe so strongly that 

this is the case, and therefore it was very good to have this stated so 

clearly and so publicly; a strong and secure foundation provides the 

perfect base on which to build.  The Early Years Foundation Stage 

curriculum, on which the Reception Year experience is based, makes a 

strong recommendation that all six areas of learning should be  

accessed out of doors as well as indoors, I have been delighted  

therefore to see the children enjoying the recently created outdoor 

facilities this week of the giant sandpit and the planting areas. As the 

children are exploring life cycles of mini beasts and plants for their 

topic this term they have been busy investigating the soil and  

searching for bugs, they have also been preparing the soil for planting 

a selection of vegetables and sun flower seeds. Such activities will 

promote a wealth of cross curricular learning, involving skills in  

numeracy, literacy and science, stimulating creativity and physical 

development along the way. It will also, undoubtedly, generate a great 

amount of excitement and begin to develop an understanding of  

sustainability. I look forward to seeing the fruits (and vegetables!) of 

their labours as the seeds begin to grow.  

 

On Monday all children in Years Three and Four took part in a half 

hour skipping workshop.
