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School Bristol, have qualified for the national finals which take place 

next week on Thursday 17th June. This is only the second time the  

Junior School has qualified for the National finals so we are all  

extremely proud of this very fine achievement and wish them the very 

best of luck. Sadly our first eleven cricket team did not have the ôrub 

of the greenõ in the Hampshire Hardball cricket competition when very 

tough competition prevented them from progressing through to the  

championship at Lords. There is no doubt that the weather conditions 

with intermittent showers and poor light will have made the competition 

something of a lottery, however, I gather the boys played with fine 

spirit demonstrating excellent sportsmanship.  

 

From Reception to Year Six, all the pupils will be busily engaged in  

Independent Learning Projects this half of term. Designed to stimulate 

interest in learning as well as to develop skills in investigation and  

collaboration, it is hoped that the pupils will both enjoy and benefit 

from this activity. Each year group undergoes an initial experience that 

is designed to excite a specific interest in a topic linked to an overall 

theme. For example, Year Five has been on a field trip around Southsea 

and Old Portsmouth, Year Two are visiting HMS Victory and Year One 

attended a workshop on the ôSeasideõ on HMS Warrior. The stimulus for 

the Independent Learning Project in Year Six has been the French Trip 

that they all experienced over the last week before half term. This trip 

was undoubtedly a huge success packing in a wealth of amazing  

experiences for the pupils that will have undoubtedly furthered their 

knowledge of French culture and the French language. The itinerary for 

the trip was very carefully constructed by Madame Stirling to give the 

children as full a flavour of France as possible over the five days. With 

excursions to Honfleur, the Château du Baffy, the Bayeux Tapestry, 

Arromanches Beach (one of the sites of the D -Day landings), Trouville, 

Caen (its Town Hall, Abbaye -aux-Hommes and Castle), the Château de 

Fontaine-Henry, Courseulles -sur-Mer and the Pegasus Bridge, the  

children certainly had a very interesting and exciting time. In addition 

to this they spent half a day joining their pen -friends in a French 

school, a whole day experiencing all manner of French food (including 

bread, cheese, snails, frogs legs and sampling cider) and they tried out 

their French on shopping trips in a market place, hypermarket and  

ice-cream parlour. It was undoubtedly an experience of a lifetime for 

our pupils and I would like to express my gratitude to Madame Stirling 

for organising the trip and to Mr Rowley for running the trip with  

such enthusiasm so ably supported by his energetic team of staff: Mrs 

Albuery, Mrs Kent, Miss Hoskins, Miss Gould, Mr Sharkey, Mrs Reader, 

Mrs Evans and Mrs Dean. We were also delighted to have the assistance 

of the Senior School French assistante, Mlle Dupois, whose contribution 

proved invaluable.  

 

I wish you all a very happy weekend, in particular I am looking forward 

to the PGS X Factor talent show that is taking place this evening.

The second half of the summer term has got off to 

an action packed start with Year One pupils  

exploring HMS Warrior, Year Three pupils visiting 

the News Centre at Hilsea and 4P and 4S  

experiencing a sailing week based at the Outdoor 

Centre in Langstone Harbour. The Junior School 

first eleven cricket team took part in the Hampshire Schools Hardball 

cricket competition, which we hosted at our Hilsea playing fields, and 

the U11A rounders team competed in the quarter final match in the 

IAPS National Rounders Knock -Out tournament.  

 

When Year One visited HMS Warrior, they were able to see the  

impressive ship long before they reached it and noted some of its  

features on their journey. When they arrived the children were taken 

on a tour of the gun deck where they were able to fire a cannon and 

have a snooze before lunch in a hammock!

Working in pairs the children took turns to be the reporter 

and the typist, gaining knowledge of the software used to create a 

newspaper layout. The afternoon was spent understanding how the  

layering of individual colours is put together to make a final coloured 

print out. Then the children saw the £28 million pound printer at work, 

printing nearly 23 full newspapers every second when at full capacity. It 

was an interesting and enlightening experience and there were certainly 

a few budding journalists amongst the children by the end of the day. 

The sailing week at the Portsmouth Outdoor Centre has proved hugely 

enjoyable for the pupils in 4P and 4S. After initial trepidation and 

nerves (not to mention wet suits that had lives of their own) the  

children had tremendous fun rigging and sailing their own little terra 

boats in pairs. Soaking and capsizing didnõt stop the children from  

sailing between buoys and following the larger boats of the instructors. 

By Wednesday, the children were doing so well they were allowed the 

reward of playing on the sandbank and swimming in the little pools 

formed by the encroaching tide. A great time has been had by all.
