In Roman times the hot springs
were thought to have healing powers and were a place of pilgrimage. Moreover, the Roman
buildings discovered on the site provide us with a wealth of information about how the Romans
lived.

Following the visit to the baths, pupils will be allowed some free time in the city around the
baths, provided they stay in groups of at least four and remain within a designated area. (They
will be given a map and a mobile phone contact number.) The cost of the trip (return train fare
and museum entrance) will be £21. Pupils will need to bring a packed lunch and/or money to
buy some lunch. Pupils should wear sensible, practical clothing and comfortable footwear.
