INDEPENDENT SCHOOL FEES SURVEY 

 

I am writing to ask if you would kindly contribute to a national school fee survey in which 

The Portsmouth Grammar School is participating.  It should not take up more than 10 

minutes of your time. 

 

The research is being undertaken on behalf of independent schools in the UK by 

mtmconsulting, a company which has been closely involved in the independent schools 

sector for many years. This is being undertaken in the interests of understanding the pressures 

on parental budgets in undertaking the payment of school fees, both now and in the future.
